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Ejections





Ejections without a warning

· intentional physical contact

· kicking or throwing dirt on or at an umpire

· spitting

· profane language directed at an umpire

· flagrantly throwing equipment in order to protest a call

· questioning an umpire’s honesty and/or integrity

· drawing a line in the dirt with the obvious intent to show off an umpire

· throwing objects from the dugout onto the playing field

· doctoring the ball

· using an illegal bat (stepping into the batter’s box)

· intentionally throwing at the batter

· charging the mound

Ejections after a warning

· using tobacco products

· walking on the playing field with a rule book

· leaving a position to argue balls and strikes

· a second visit to the mound with the same batter at bat

4 steps to an ejection

· ignore

Not every remark from the dugout or the coach’s box should be commented immediately

· acknowledge
Show a reaction if those remarks are repeated. That doesn’t have to be a warning. Leave your mask on and tell the offender, that he should stop with it.

· warning
If the arguing doesn’t stop, a stronger reaction should follow, like: “that’s enough” or “that’s the limit”. Take off the mask and support your point with strong gesture (signal “stop” with your hand).

· ejection
If there is any more argument about this point, eject the offender!

Keep a coach or a player in the game as long as possible.

If necessary, don’t hesitate to execute an ejection!
